Rythm : two step

Music: "Chicken fried"   by Zac Brown Band

Level : Intermediate

Danse soumise  par: Inter-Clubs Country du Grand Est

Danse traduite:

Start  on the Word chicken fried (see lyric down page)

1 - 8 STEP, SCUFF, RIGHT JAZZ BOX, STOMP UP, STOMP UP

1 - 2 Step L forward,R scuff forward

3 - 4 Cross R over L, step L back

5 - 6 Step R to right side, step L forward

7 - 8 R stomp up twice next to L

9 - 16 R FORWARD, HOLD,  1/4 TURN LEFT, HOLD, ROCKIN' CHAIR

1 - 2 Step R forward, hold

3 - 4 1/4 turn left with weight on L, hold (9:00)
5 - 6 Step R forward, recover weight on L

7 - 8 Step R back, recover weight on L

17 -24 STEP R FORWARD, HOLD, 1/2 TURN LEFT, HOLD, STEP R FORWARD, HOLD,

1/4 TURN LEFT, HOLD

1 - 2 Step R forward, hold

3 - 4 1/2 turn left, hold (3:00)

5 - 6 Step R forward, hold

7 - 8 1/4 turn left, hold (12:00)

25 - 32 KICK, KICK, BACK ROCK, STEP, SCUFF, STEP, STOMP

1 - 2 R kick forward, R kick to right side

3 - 4 Step R back, recover weight on L

5 - 6 Step R to right side, scuff L next to R

7 - 8 Step L to left side, stomp R next to L ( weight is on R)

Restart on wall 7 facing 6.00

33 - 40 KICK, KICK, BACK ROCK, STEP, SCUFF, STEP, TOUCH

1 - 2 L kick forward, L kick to left side

3 - 4 Step L back, recover weight on R

5 - 6 Step L to left side, scuff R next to L

7 - 8 Step R to right side, touch L next to R (weight is on R)

41 - 48 ROLLING VINE LEFT WITH CLAPS, STOMP, STOMP

1 - 2 Step L forward with 1/4 turn left, hold & clap (9:00)

3 - 4 Step R to right with 1/4 turn left, hold & clap (6:00)

5 - 6 Step L to left with 1/2 turn left, hold & clap (12:00)

7 - 8 Stomp R next to L, stomp L next to R (12:00)

49 - 56 STEP, HITCH, SLAP KNEE x 2, STEP HOOK SLAP x 2

1 - 2 Step R to right side, hitch L across R and slap with right hand

3 - 4 Step L to left side, hitch R across L and slap with left hand

5 - 6 Step R to right side, hook L behind R and slap heel with right hand

7 - 8 Step L to left side, hook R behind L and slap heel with left hand

57 - 64 GRAPEVINE WITH 3/4 TURN RIGHT, HOOK, GRAPEVINE LEFT, STOMP

1 - 2 Step R to right side, step L behind R

3 - 4 Step R to right side with 1/4 turn right.On ball of right pivot 1/2 turn right as you

hook L behind R (9:00)

5 - 6 Step L to left side, step R behind L

7 - 8 Step L to left side, stomp R next to L (weight on R)
